Boundary Adjustment Checklist

1. A boundary adjustment only applies when an adjoining property owner gives, grants, sells or otherwise conveys land to an abutter. Upon approval of the boundary adjustment by the Westford Development Review Board, the land to be conveyed must immediately merge with the abutting parcel.












2. A survey is required of the property to be enlarged by the boundary adjustment. If the parcel of decreasing acres will remain at least 150% of the required lot size for its zoning district, no survey of that parcel will be required. The survey map on mylar is required to be recorded with the Westford Town Clerk. Concrete monuments must be placed at the new property corners. If the licensed surveyor notifies the Development Review Board that concrete monuments are not feasible, iron pipes will be acceptable.









3. The new deeds must be reviewed and approved by the Development Review Board before being recorded in the Westford Land Records. Both deeds must make reference to the recorded survey and must not list the property to be transferred as a separate parcel.





4. The appropriate fees must be paid to the Town of Westford as per the Development Fee Schedule approved by the Westford Select Board.
5. The new, larger lot and the remaining lot must meet all requirements of the Westford Zoning Regulations including but not limited to lot size, and shape and dimensional requirements as described in section 5.11.











6. Adjustment of boundary lines between adjacent lots shall not be deemed a subdivision if the Development Review Board determines that such adjustment is a minor realignment, does not substantially change the nature of any previous subdivision, does not create any new lots as a result of the adjustment, will not impact access to any parcel, will not adversely impact any natural resources, and will not create a non conforming lot.







7. The plat must show the following: (a) the name of the municipality, name and address of both property owners, name license number and seal of the licensed land surveyor, general property location in relation to existing roads or other landmarks, any easements or rights-of-way over the property to be transferred, date, scale, true north arrow; (b) the statement  "The land to be conveyed will immediately merge with the present parcel upon approval of the boundary adjustment by the Development Review Board."; and (c) a statement that both lots will meet all requirements of the Westford Zoning Regulations, as outlined in number 5 above.
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
