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SUPERINTENDENTOS REPORT

This annual report highlights trends in student enrollment, provides
information regarding student assessmentresults, and notifies the com-
munity of our compliance with federal OHighly Qualified TeacherGstatus
reporting and required school report data.

Student Enroliment

The Pre-K-8 enrollment remains level for next year. The grap h below
provides the actual enrollment figures beginning with FY 20 01 through
FY 2008, and then projected enrollment for FY 2009 though FY 2020. The
FY 2009 bar is the first year illustrating projected enrollme nt. During the
past eight years, our grades K-8 student enrollment has decreased overall
by 74 students. This ongoing enrollment decline requires us to ma ke
reductions in personnel for next year. We plan to reduce the n umber of
third and fourth grade classrooms from three to two for next year . This
will also mean we will have one less classroom teacher in grad es K-6.
While the numbers tell us we need to make these changes, making the
decision to cut a teaching position is very difficult. The K- 2 average class
size will be 16.25 and in grades 3-4 it is projectel to average 18.5 students.

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In the following graph, the 9-12 student enrollments for nex t year are
projected to decrease by thirteen students. In future years, high school
enrollments are projected to be on a steady decline, with the exception of
2013 when there is a slight increase.

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Student Assessment

Although the declining trend in student enroliment continues, we are in
a stable measurement pattern with The New England Common
Assessment, our state test required under the federal No Child Le ft
Behind Act. NCLBA requires each state to assess students every yar in
each of grades 3-8, and grade 11 in high school. his year marks the third
year of administering this test of reading, math, and writin g in the fall.

In October 2006, students in grades 3 through 8 were tested in reading
and mathematics using the new state testing program. Additionally, stu-
dents in grades 5 and 8 were tested in writing. The results of t hese tests
appear in the graph below. In the area of reading, 80 percent of students
in Grades 3-8 scored within the OproficientO and the Oprofiégent with dis-
tinction range.O In addition, 77 percent of these students in math and 79
percent of fifth and eighth grade students scored in these ra nges. Given
this is the second time this assessment was administered, the results are
commendable.

In May 2007,we administered the Vermont Developmental Reading
Assessment(DRA). During this individually administered, standards-
based reading assessment, students read and etell short stories. Teachers
administer the assessment to all second grade studets, scor oral reading
for accuracy, score retellings for comprehension, and determine the high-
est range of text difficulty at which students read with both acceptable

accuracy and comprehension.

The following graph shows that 90 per cent of the communityOs children
have either met or exceededthe second grade standards in reading in

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Theseresults from our statewide assessmentsare measured against tar-
gets (Annual Measurable Objectives or AMOOs)the state setsto measure
each schoolOsAdequate Yearly Progress (AYP). Essentially, AYP is the
amount of yearly progressstudents in eachschool must demonstrate if the
school is to be on target to have all students meet standards (an index score
of 500) by the year 2014. We are pleasedto report Westford School met AYP
in all required areas,including reading, mathematics, and participation.

Approximately seventy-five percent of Westford students attend Essex
High School. At the high school, one of the main indicators of successis
the ScholasticAptitude T est results used by students for admission to col-
lege. You will note that these SAT sub-scores ake substantially higher than
either state or national averages.
